G e n e r a l  I n f o r m a t i o n   
 
The Mr. Goodcents Foundation supports services designed to address the challenges 
facing senior adults.  Specifically, the Mr. Goodcents Foundation considers: 

• Promising new programs.  
• Innovative approaches to meeting the challenges of aging. 
• The Foundation will consider supporting existing, high quality, evidence-based 

programs for the purpose of maintaining operations. 
 
Promising new programs include new strategies for helping people age and enjoy life; 
and expanding a successful strategy to new communities. 
 
Innovative approaches are defined as developing and/or implementing a new or modified 
existing strategy to address the challenges of aging.   
 
Existing, high quality, evidence-based programs are defined as existing services for 
senior adults that have community success but are facing short-term funding issues.  
 
Specifically, the Foundation supports: 

• Enabling senior adults to experience active community living, with a particular 
interest in quality of life and services that help senior adults age in community 
environments that support the freedom to live and enjoy life.  

• Public/private partnerships supporting community efforts to help senior adults.  
• Collaboration, networking and cooperation among service providers that 

strengthen and respond to the changing needs and aspirations of senior adults.  

The Mr. Goodcents Foundation invites and encourages innovative partnerships with other 
funders, as well as public, non-profit and private groups dedicated to improving the lives 
of senior adults. 
 
The Mr. Goodcents Foundation grants are restricted to qualified nonprofits and 
governmental agencies.  Foundation grants are designed to assist nonprofits and 
governmental agencies with expansion, innovation and on a limited basis, maintenance of 
services.  During the grant period, the nonprofit or governmental agency should develop 
local funding sources to sustain the program.  Specific grant funding is restricted to a 
period of no more than three (3) years.
